6.        Do not use any power tools 

gazebo 
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Take out all the components 
and place them onto a soft 
and clean surface. Put the 
table top (1) upside down. 
Add the 2 feet with (2) and 
use the Allen key (5) to 
fasten the parts (1 and 2) 
together with the washer 
(7) and screw (6) 
 

Add the other sides (3) 
of the table and use 
the Allen key (5) to 
fasten the parts (2 and 
3) together with the 
washer (7) and screw 
(6) 

 
 

STEP 1 

Tandil Gazebo 

 

Slide the cross beams, C 
and D into the hole at the 
top of each leg (A), 
ensuring it catches. Take 
the wing nuts (M) and 
screw into the hole on the 
bracket. Tighten fully to 
secure. Repeat this step 
for each leg of the 
gazebo.  

 

STEP 2 

Take two leg assemblies from the 
previous step and connect the two 
together by sliding part C into D.  
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STEP 3

Repeat the previous step 
until the entire frame is 
one assembly as shown 
in the image. 

STEP 4 

Slide part E into F (x4) 
and G into F (x4). 
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STEP 5 

STEP 6 

Take the G/F assembly, 
the longer of the two 
rods and attach to each 
of the gazebo legs by 
pushing in the spring pin 
and guiding into the 
hole. Connect all four 
rods together using 
component I. Attach part 
F to the longer of the 
four brackets of part I. 

Attach the E/F assembly 
to the frame by rotating 
the bracket at the end of 
part E to line up with 
frame C/D. Place rods J 
on top of the bracket at 
the end of part E and 
secure everything in 
place by screwing in 
wingnut L. Attach all four 
E/F assemblies with the 
central bracket I.

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STEP 7 

STEP 8 

Part H clips onto each of 
the four corners. Press in 
the spring button and 
place onto its shortest 
setting.   

Place the canopy over 
the assembled frame 
ensuring it is taut. The 
corner parts can be 
adjusted to different 
lengths to tighten or 
loosen the fabric stretch.

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STEP 9 

STEP 10 

Screw in the lower half of 
the legs (B) to each 
upper half (A). Pin the 
feet into the ground 
using the pegs to secure 
in place.   

Hook the clips through 
the side walls hoops and 
over the rods at the top 
of the base of the 
canopy. Ensure the clips 
are attached to the inner 
side of the two rods. The 
gazebo is now ready for 
use.    
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
